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Rules of the Design Competition for the Selection of the Mascot & Logo of the National Stadium (Bird’s Nest)
The National Stadium Co., Ltd (hereinafter referred to as “Organizer”) is calling a design competition for the selection of the mascot & logo of the National Stadium (Bird’s Nest) (hereinafter referred to as "Design Competition"). The following are the “Rules of the Design Competition for the selection of the Mascot & Logo of the National Stadium (Bird’s Nest)” (hereinafter referred to as “Rules”).

1. Qualifications of Participants
All organizations and individuals, who have filled in relevant documents according to the Rules and submitted design proposals pursuant to the requirements of the Rules, passed the preliminary review of by the Organizer, are qualified to participate in the Design Competition.

The Design Competition is open to worldwide professional design organizations and individuals. All design organizations and other professional organizations that engage in corporate logos, imaging strategies and brand development, or individual professionals experienced in mascot & logo design and those who are willing to share their wisdom and make contribution to the development of the National Stadium (Bird’s Nest) are welcome to participate in the Design Competition.

2.
Application Procedures
2.1. Fill in the “Entry Form of Mascot & Logo Design Competition for the National Stadium (Bird’s Nest)” (hereinafter referred to as "Entry Form", as shown in Annex 1) that includes the following information:

(1) A name for the design proposal;

(2) A rationale for the creative approach that expresses the theme of the design proposal and briefly describes how it achieves the design objectives stated herein; 
(3) For individual: name of the individual, name of the institution for which he/she works, his/her titles, and copies of certificates of identification; or

For institution or entity: name of such institution or entity, business license, relevant qualification certificates, certificates of legal representative’s identity, as well as the copies of the above documents; 

(4) Appropriate addresses, phone numbers, fax numbers, e-mail addresses and names of contact person.
No fees are required for the submission of any design proposal.
2.2
Fill in and sign the Commitment Letter attached hereto (as shown in Annex 2):

Each person/institution/entity may submit a maximum of 3 mascot & logo design proposals. Each proposal should be accompanied by a completed separate Entry Form and executed the Commitment Letter. If the person/institution/entity refuses to fill out the Entry Form or execute the Commitment Letter, or provides any false information therein, the Organizer holds the right to refuse to accept the submission of the design proposals. For entity or institution, the Commitment Letter must be sealed by the stamp of such entity or institution and signed by its legal representative.

2.3 Deadline

All submissions of the design proposals must be received by the Organizer no later than 17:00 p.m. on Friday January 19, 2010 (Beijing Time).
3. Format of Submissions

All design proposals submitted must comply with the following specifications:

3.1 All design proposals should be separately printed or drawn on A4 paper, mounted on black cardboard with a 5cm wide black edge preserved around such board. The design proposal may be centered in either vertical or horizontal format.
3.2 The full color image should be centered on the page, with the Entry Form and Commitment Letter adhered on the back of the board;
3.3 If possible, the design image should be stored and submitted in Compact Disc with a format of 300dpiJPG.
4. Confidentiality
In order to act in concert regarding the worldwide intellectual property right protection work of the Organizer, all participants in the Design Competition must strictly comply with the following confidentiality provisions. Any violation of the following confidentiality obligations might impair the inherent value of the design proposal.

4.1 The participant, while creating the design proposal and submitting the design proposal to the Organizer, shall strictly perform the following confidentiality obligations regarding the design itself (and its creative rationale).  If the participant is not the originator of the design proposal, the participant shall request and guarantee that the originator perform the following confidentiality obligations. The confidentiality period commences from the date of the inception of the creation of such design to the announcement of the finally determined mascot & logo.
4.2 The performance of the confidentiality obligation by the participant mandates that neither the participant, nor any person involved in the creation, during the above confidentiality period, shall disclose any content of the design proposals, including without limitation to the design proposal and its creative rationale to any third party by any means whatsoever (but excluding the Organizer and the Panel).
4.3 During the Design Competition, the Organizer shall reserve the right to disqualify the eligibility of any participant who has violated the above confidentiality obligation.
4.4 In the event that the Organizer sustains damages as a consequence of a violation of the above confidentiality obligation by a participant, the Organizer shall accordingly have the right to assert claims against such participant for compensation.
4.5 The final interpretation right to decide whether a participant violates the above confidentiality obligations belongs to the Organizer.

5. Disposition of Design Proposals and Copyright

No design proposals submitted to the Organizer shall be returned. 

The participant agrees to transfer entirely and irrevocably the design copyright (and all rights to the image and three-dimensional use of the design, if any) to the Organizer as of the execution date of the Commitment Letter.

From the date of signing Commitment Letter, the participant shall transfer all proprietary copyrights it owns in and to the design proposal (and all rights it owns in all materialization or derivations of the design proposal, whether in graphic image or 3D form, if any) to the Organizer irrevocably and in perpetuity.

6. Panel of Judges for the Design Competition

The Organizer will select a panel of judges consisting of experts and specialists (hereinafter referred to as “Panel”) for the Design Competition to evaluate the design proposals submitted by each participant. The Panel will select the design proposals for the final round of the competition and for the presentation to the Organizer, who will make the final decision on the design proposals to be the finally selected Mascot & Logo among the entries in the final round of the competition.
The Panel will be consisted of no less than nine judges (in odd number).
The Organizer has the final right of decision on the composition, number of the Panel or any adjustment to the members of the Panel.
No party shall be eligible to enter this Competition who is: staff of the Organizer, Panel member or employee of the institutions which any Panel Member(s) is (are) working for or has (have) left for less than 36 months or any party that may have substantial interest with any Panel Members.

7. Schedule of Competition 
November 20, 2009: The Organizer delivers the Notice of the Design Competition, Competition Rules and the attached documents thereof.
January 19, 2010: Deadline for submission of the design proposals. 
January 20 to March 15, 2010: The Panel reviews the design proposals. The Panel will first select the design proposals for the final round and may ask the finalists to amend their design proposals.
March 16 to April 19, 2010: The Organizer announces the finally determined Mascot & Logo.

8. Notification

After the design proposals selected for the final round are decided, the Organizer will promptly notify the finalists by fax or phone. It is upon the disposal of the Organizer to decide whether further cooperation will be carried on with the finalists.

The Organizer will publicize the finally determined design proposals via appropriate means (including but not limited to press conference) and the winner thereof will be invited.

9. Mascot Design Requirements
9.1 The design should be able to, through creative refining, design of model, theme elaboration, character setting, and action deduction, etc., fully embody the topic of Bird’s Nest, “the nest of life, and the source of dream”, and should be able to, through the mascot, vividly convey the harmonious relations between people, between human kind and the nature, between China and the world, and between the earth and the universe, as well as express the internal connection between life, dream, miracle, and surmount.
9.2 There is no limitation on the style and type of design, i.e. the design may be expressed through a single artwork, or be made up of several pieces of artwork of different context, appearance, and color. However, the design must comply with the laws of P.R. China and the requirements of Chinese society, public order and good morals. The design shall melt Chinese cultural characteristics and reflect the image of new Beijing and new Bird’s Nest.
9.3 The image of the design can be abstract or material, but must be unique and different from other mascots of other sports venues.
9.4 It must be vivid and cute with strong visual wallop and attraction, and gain acceptance of the people of different cultural backgrounds, genders, or ages.
9.5 The name of the design should be amiable and lively, easy to remember and spread.
9.6 In manifestation and technique, the dissemination and re-creation of two dimensions, three dimensions and electronic media are applicable.
9.7 It should be convenient for printing and production of peripheral display products, such as plush toy, model, and gift, etc, and also, it should be flexible, and have a commercial development value. It should be applicable for sizes, including small size as that of pin, large size as cartoon image of a man’s height, applicable for kinds of materials, no that for matter metal products or that for plush toy, and applicable for trades, from licensed products (T-shirt, backpacks, mugs, and stationery) to two-dimensional and three-dimensional animation (for TV, internet, CD, and mobile, etc) as well as the landscape for the National Stadium, etc.

10. Logo Design Requirements
10.1 It should describe the topic for the logo of Bird’s Nest with concise words, which should represent the unique charm as a building and the cultural implication of Bird’s Nest, and highlight Chinese civilization as well.
10.2 It should reflect a geographical aesthetic and individuality of Beijing and China, and it should be appropriate for background, transitional element, or general decoration, for decoration of venue and cultural activity, and for creation of cityscape.
10.3 It should be in accordance with modern art aesthetics, representing the trend of world design.
10.4 It should be distinct from the logo designs of previous international sports competitions and major domestic sporting events, and other well-known sports venues.
10.5 It should have a space for re-creation, through which it may be used for image and landscape of Bird’s Nest, as well as relevant activities of physical culture.
10.6 It should be convenient for television broadcasting and other media application.
10.7 It should work well without decreasing the integral visual aesthetics and expressiveness, with any media, e.g., giant banners or lapel pins. 
10.8 It should be convenient for reproduction of two-dimensional images or three-dimensional forms, for production and processing of relevant carriers, and for the collector developing, using, or taking protective measures.

11. Award
11.1 A total of 6 mascot design proposals (for the most) will be selected for the final round. Each of the finalists will receive an award of RMB 10,000 Yuan. The participant of the finally selected Mascot will receive an additional award of RMB 30,000 Yuan.
11.2 A total of 6 logo design proposals (for the most) will be selected for the final round. Each of the finalists will receive an award of RMB 10,000 Yuan. The participant of the finally selected Logo will receive an additional award of RMB 30,000 Yuan.
11.3 The Organizer will issue award certificates for the winners.
11.4 The sum of the award is pre tax. The participants shall pay taxes on such award pursuant to the laws of the relevant countries (including but without limitation to the People's Republic of China) and regions.

12. Disputes
12.1 The Organizer reserves the right to refrain from selecting the mascot and logo for Bird’s Nest from the design proposals submitted to the Design Competition, if none of the proposals meets the requirements of the Organizer. 
12.2 The design proposals should be submitted via mail to the following address:

The Documents must be submitted in a large sealed envelope, stamped with the seal of the participant, on which the following must be written: “Documents for the Design Competition". Design proposals delivered other than mail will not be accepted.
12.3 The Organizer will hold progress introduction according to the process of the Design Competition or provide further information based on the requirement of the participants. If necessary, all the information will be publicized via Internet.
12.4 The Rules and the Commitment Letter shall be issued simultaneously in both Chinese and English versions. In the event of any discrepancy between the two versions, the Chinese version shall prevail. In the event of any ambiguity regarding the Rules and their Annexes, the Organizer shall reserve the right of final interpretation. Any other issues not addressed or not mentioned in this document shall be settled by relevant rules to be formulated by the Organizer and subject to its interpretation.
12.5 For overseas entities or individual, the participant(s) should sign the Documents in both English and Chinese versions and submit documents as of design proposals, Entry Form, Commitment Letter, etc. Among the design proposals submitted by the participant, the Chinese version will prevail.
13. Reference Background Material 

13.1 Brief Introduction to the National Stadium
National Stadium, also known as Bird’s Nest, the main body of which outlined like a bird’s nest, is conceived of bowl-shaped rows of seats and supported by steel truss. The structure shape of the stadium boasts strong shaking force and great visual impact, fully embodying the style of modernity and tradition. With “truly exceptional” Beijing Olympic Games and the “greatest ever” Paralympics Games closed with applause, being the main venue, the National Stadium is the largest multi-purpose stadium acquiring international advanced standard in Beijing. By visiting Bird’s Nest, foreigners can get a chance to know China, understand Beijing; Chinese people can experience the glory of the successful Beijing Olympics.
(1) Unique Structure Shape

Located at the southern part of the Olympic Green in Beijing, the National Stadium is the main stadium of the XXIX Olympiad in 2008. Occupying an area of 21 hectares, it has a floor space of 258,000 square meters. Its seating capacity amounts to 91,000, including 11,000 temporary seats.

The main body of the National Stadium has a design life of 100 years. The main body of the steel structure of the National Stadium is a colossal saddle-shaped elliptic structure weighing 42,000 tons. It is 333 meters long from north to south, 296 meters wide from east to west, and 69 meters tall.

The main body's elements support each other and converge into a grid formation, just like a bird’s nest with interlocking branches and twigs. Being a seven-story shear wall system, the stadium's stand has a concrete framework. The upper part of the stand and the stadium's steel structure are separated from each other, but both are based on a joint footing. The roof of the National Stadium is covered by a double-layer membrane structure, with a transparent ETFE membrane fixed on the upper part of the roofing structure and a translucent PTFE membrane fixed on its lower part. A PTFE acoustic ceiling is attached to the side walls of the inner ring.

The unique architectural model as well as the design combining Chinese and Western concepts formed the unrivaled and unique architectural landscape of Bird’s Nest. In the future, the details will be fine, and a multimedia means will be used for reproduction of the construction process, so as to construct a harmonious relationship between humankind and the architecture, and to keep the beauty of architecture permanently.

(2) Precious Olympic Legacy

As the main venue of the XXIX Olympiad, successfully held the opening and closing ceremonies of the 2008 Olympic Games and Paralympics, athletics and football finals.

“Truly exceptional” Beijing 2008 Olympic Games and the “greatest ever” Paralympics successfully closed with applause. Beijing Olympics represented the glamour of the Chinese people, created rich spiritual Olympic legacy as well as precious material Olympic legacy. National Stadium (Bird’s Nest) has become the symbol of the “truly exceptional” Beijing 2008 Olympic Games and the “greatest ever” Paralympics

As the main venue of Beijing Olympic Games, Bird’s Nest will carry forward the Olympic spirit, and promote domestic and international exchanges of physical culture through collection and exhibition of physical heritage, carding and exhibition of files, development and utilization of video data, and establishment of virtual museum for Bird’s Nest.

(3) Highlighting the sociality and non-profit nature

On August 20, 2009, Beijing Municipal Government and CITIC Consortium signed the “Agreement on further improvement of operation and maintenance management for the National Stadium”. The National Stadium Co. Ltd will highlight the sociality and non-profit nature during operation management based on the principle of “Government leading, society participating, and enterprise operating”. We believe that Bird’s Nest, which is entrusted with more good wishes of people, will under the leadership and care of the Party and government, according to the economic rule, further strengthen its cohesion, centripetal force and capacity for sustainable development, with public physical culture activities of non-profit nature as the main.

Under a continuously innovated operation management system, it will heritage, enrich and carry forward the Olympic spirit, keep up with the times, further contribute to construction of socialistic harmonious society as well as the best prosperous, civilized and livable city, and continue the brilliance of Bird’s Nest.

(4) Landmark

The National Stadium (Bird’s Nest), won the 2008 Luban Prize of China Construction Engineering, the 8th Tien-yow Jeme Civil Engineering Prize, and the 2009 Lubetkin Prize of RIBA, and also ranked Beijing Top Ten New Buildings. 

Chinese people have experienced five-thousand years of civilization. In the 60 years since establishment of new China and the 30 years since reform and opening to the outside world, new China achieved an economic and social development that the western developed countries need a hundred years to reach. The realization of Chinese people's Olympic dream that had lasted a hundred years melted eastern and western civilizations, and Beijing Olympic Games created brilliance for the history of human kind. 

The Bird’s Nest will, through development of kinds of brand-based activities, highlight its grandeur, magnificence, luxury, dreamlike feeling, and graciousness, show its extraordinary characters, and reflect its architectural quality as well as the spirit of the times, so as to lead and innovate the trend of the times, and become a permanent logo of national image in the heart of the people. The commercial development for the Bird’s Nest should be based on a principle of wide appealing, uniqueness, greatness, exquisiteness, tidiness, and activeness, so as to provide a comprehensive center for people from social circles resting, gathering, enjoying, and recreating.

(5)Orientation for future operation

In view of the importance of Bird’s Nest in national geography and in the heart of national people, for its operation, the fundamental is to realize a non-profit social benefit for the mass, as well as a sustainable development. 

a) To appreciate the architectural beauty of Bird’s Nest, and feel the brilliant spiritual palace for Beijing Olympic Games. The concept of “Green Olympics, Hi-tech Olympics and People’s Olympics” was fully implemented during construction of the National Stadium (Bird’s Nest). Bird’s Nest gave people of the world an indelible impression through a grand and glorious scene on the opening ceremony of Beijing Olympic Games. With a unique appearance that may give people a strong visual impact and beauty, the Bird’s Nest has become a spiritual palace for people appreciating the beauty of architecture itself and builders’ creation, and feeling the splendid experience of Beijing Olympic Games.

b) The first-class venue for holding international top-level events

As the main stadium for the 2008 Beijing Olympic Games, its function has met the requirements for holding international top-level events. By carefully maintenances, it will keep facilities’ function and condition to insure to host the top-level event anytime as the indisputable super-class stadium. 

c) The first-class venue for holding large-scale performance

Bird’s Nest is a first-class venue to host large-scale culture events, equipped by the first-class audio and lighting facilities, design of architectural acoustics, and visual design, or facilities for the opening and closing ceremony of the Olympic Games, e.g. ground equipment and high-altitude equipment (lifting stage and wire, etc), and as an auxiliary facility for large-scale performance. 

d) Through gradual transformation and development, the functions of Bird’s Nest in business, exhibition, and exchange will be fully utilized. Bird’s Nest will become one international sports and culture exhibition and exchange center, which will integrate physical competition, culture performance, exhibition service, catering, accommodation, tourism, shopping and recreation.

(6) Spirit Symbol
Bird’s Nest becomes a furnace which melted Chinese traditional and modern civilizations, as well as eastern and western civilizations into one; she becomes a monument, which engraved the feats of national prosperity; she becomes a milestone, which kept the dream of national revival and course of fighting deeply in mind; she becomes a cradle, which will give birth to new life, continuously create new miracle, keep pace with progress of her motherland, and go from victory to victory, from brilliance to brilliance.
13.2 The Image of Beijing

Beijing is the capital of the People’s Republic of China. As a center of political and cultural activities and international exchanges, Beijing is developing into a modernized city full of vigor and vitality.

Beijing has a population of about 17 million. 4% of its residents are people from each of the 56 minority nationalities of China. 

Extending over an area of 16,800 sq. km, Beijing covers a large expanse of land marked by magnificent scenery. Surrounded by mountains on three sides, the east, the west and the north, there is an alluvial plain shaped by the Yongding River and the Chaobai River. The layout of the inner city formed in the 14th century still remains intact. Orderly streets and lanes that stand in chessboard-like rows, the flat city space, the old river and lake systems as well as the unique city view, have highlighted the ancient city’s grandeur. Today, Beijing, the graceful ancient city, is becoming a modern city. The residential compounds and modern structures of different styles built on the outskirts of the city, together with the spectacular overpasses and broad highways, have added to the ever-changing glamour of the city. 

Beijing is one of the birthplaces of the mankind whose ancestor “Peking Man” made settlement here about 500,000 years ago. The construction of the city can be traced back to more than three thousand years ago. During the last eight hundred years that witnessed the rise and fall of the Chinese feudal society, Beijing was made the capital city of the Jin, Yuan, Ming and Qing Dynasties. Being a city well known for its cultural heritage, Beijing boasts numerous scenic spots and historic sites with superb aesthetic values. Capable of incorporating diverse and profound cultures and civilizations, Beijing stands for the main trend of Chinese culture, a culture that is mature, majestic and rich in profound historical connotation. At the same time, Beijing has a cultural ethos full of passion and life. All these characteristics have contributed to the unique charm of Beijing.

The people of Beijing have made great strides in their exploration of reforms for the past 30 years. Beijing is embracing motherland and opening arms to the world with even more active stance and passion. In various fields as politics, economy, culture, art, etc, new Beijing is accelerating extensive communication and cooperation with nations worldwide, and continually creating new miracles. In 2008, Beijing gained worldwide respect by successfully holding the Beijing 2008 Olympic Games and Paralympics. 

Beijing will inherit the legacies of the 2008 Olympics and accelerate development of a culturally-enriched, technology-empowered and environmentally-friendly city, and make endless effort toward a modern international city.

13.3. The Olympic Movement and the Olympic Spirit

Every four years, since 1896, the Olympic Games have brought the countries of the world together in a celebration of the collective human spirit and individual athletic achievement.

The Modern Olympic Movement, revived in 1892 by the French educator and philosopher Baron Pierre de Coubertin, has been the inspiration for extraordinary sports performances, personal excellence and international goodwill for more than a century and continue to work toward building a better and more peaceful world. Through almost 200 National Olympic Committees and more than 50 International Sports Federations, the Olympic Movement promotes its ideal all over the world.   

In 1894, the International Olympic Committee was founded in Paris as an independent body charted to guide the activities of the Olympic Movement and the organization of the Olympic Games while nurturing and sharing Coubertin’s philosophy of peace through sport. Two years later, in Athens, the first Games of the modern era took place, imprinting upon the world’s collective memory a concrete expression of the ethics of sport, culture and peace that marked the ancient Olympic Games. 
During the 20th Century, the modern Olympic Games witnessed progress, global growth and immense change. Against the backdrop of two world wars, periods of economic adversity and prosperity, the Olympic Games and their ideals have exhibited an enduring appeal to all humanity, creating legends and heroes out of athletes once unknown. The Olympic Games have become a global stage for almost every human emotion: triumph, agony, glory and defeat. It is here where the glory of sport and the spirit of international goodwill come together to create the world’s greatest spectacle.
